question/idea. Wait to be called on. Put your hand down after you have shared.

e Professional Posture: Please be seated, preferably at a table, with your work
materials nearby. Students should not lay down during instruction.

e Stay Focused: Pay attention to the screen and be ready to be called on at any
time. Please refrain from eating or doing other things not related to the lesson.
